Like all other export documents, 

COs are statements that certain 

events have taken place.  In this 

case, the ñeventò is simply that the 

referenced items were produced in a 

particular country/countries.  

ñProducedò may mean  

manufactured, mined or grown.  It 

also means produced from totally 

local content or produced from  

local and imported content. 

Projecting from their own  

experience, foreign governments  

designated the Chambers of  

Commerce in the U.S. as the final  

authority in ratifying the country of 

origin as stated by shipper.
